
 
Vehicle Scoring 

Contemporary Classes will be judged with a primary emphasis on cleanliness and quality.  Judges 
will also assess quality of workmanship and excessive wear and tear. 
Body & Paint:  Sheet metal, paint, smoothness, absence of flaws (stone chips, door dings), 
uniformity of color, alignment of panels, doors & lids. 

Upholstery:  Seats, door coverings, kick panels, headliner, floor mats and carpets and 
trunk mat/carpeting. 

  

 

Interior Hardware:  Dash, instruments, under dash detail, vents, visors, steering wheel, 
pedals, door & window handles & storage compartments. 

  

 

Engine:  Appearance of engine compartment, engine accessories, battery, condition of 
insulation, fire wall & radiator. 

  

 

Exterior Trim:  Lamps, bumpers, grill, moldings, gas filler and trim pieces. 

  
  

 

Undercarriage:  Condition of wheel wells, sheet metal, splash pans, exhaust, finish & 
cleanliness. 

  

 

Wheels, Tires, Hubcaps:  Condition of wheels, condition of tires and valve stems.

  

 

Top of Roof, Glass & Accessories:  Condition of convertible top, targa or removable 
top panels, sunroof, windows and accessories, including tool kit & owners manual.

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Our judges will circulate throughout the Cruise-In from 10:00 AM to 6:00 PM.  A 
colored sticker will be placed on the registration card displayed in each 
participant’s vehicle to indicate the vehicle has been initially judged; however, 
additional judges will also review your car throughout the day.  Our spectacular 
Top-100 trophies are awarded based upon the “judges’ choice” of the best examples of 
all makes and models present.  Special Awards will also be presented.  Please place 
your self-completed registration card on driver’s side dash or inside front 
windshield.  Cars which are not registered will not be eligible for awards.

All 
blue ribbon recipients should proceed to the parade line-up location as 
soon as you receive your blue ribbon and parade card placard.  Judges will 
deliver Award of Excellence trophies for each class to the award 
winners.

  Parade and awards presentation promptly begins.  Blue ribbon and Best of 

Show winners will receive their award when they drive up to the stage.   
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To ensure that your car is judged, please observe the 
following: 
 
  Please be sure that you are parked in the correct location for your 

specific class, Show-Within-A-Show group or Feature Group.  If your car is 
not located in its correct class area, notify a judge in your vehicle’s 
correct class area of its location so that it can be judged. 

 
  Place pre-printed registration card on driver’s side dash or on the 

windshield (make sure judge has access to the card).  If you do not wish to 
have your vehicle judged, do not display your registration card.   

 
Please try to stay with your vehicle during judging to assist the judges if 
necessary; however, it is not required that you be with your vehicle to have 
it judged.  Tops must be up; hoods and trunks must be open.  Windows can 
be up or down. 

 
  A sticker will be placed on your registration card indicating your car has 

been judged.  If a sticker has not been placed on your registration card by 
3:00 PM, please contact a show official or the information trailer.
